FOOD POLICY/ SPECIAL DIETARY REQUESTS
Mount Madonna Center's food service is strictly vegetarian. Vegan (non-dairy), and non-gluten options are provided regularly. We do our best to meet other special dietary requests, but cannot guarantee that all individual requests can be met. Our general guidelines are these:

- Food may not be brought to the Center.
- We will do our best to provide for individual requests made at least 4 days in advance – e.g., we usually can provide a “stash” of cottage cheese, vegetables , yogurt, tofu, nuts, or other items for people who need assurance that those items will be available for them beyond what may be served in our regular meal service. 
- Guests with allergies can make those known to us and we will alert the kitchen to post whether any dishes contain those items. We cannot guarantee there will not be trace amounts of these items.
***Please Note:


If your guest has a special food request, you may use the following response to let them know how it will be handled:
We understand you have special dietary needs. We do our best to indicate on our posted menus when dishes contain dairy, gluten, wheat, soy, or nuts, and to provide non-dairy and non-gluten alternatives at every meal, but we cannot guarantee that there never will be any trace amount of any of those items in any of the food we serve. If you are seriously gluten-intolerant, for example, our kitchen manager suggests that you stick to Simple Soup, steamed veggies, nuts, seeds, cheese, plain beans, salad with olive oil and lemon for dressing.
